Bird monitoring region 147:  Delaware-New England/Mid-Atlantic Coast

This region is mostly part of BCR 30, New England/Mid-Atlantic Coast, plus a very small part of BCR 29, Piedmont.  It covers all of Delaware.  Approximately 58 aquatic species occur at least commonly, at some time of year, in the region (Table 1); 26 designated sites and x matrix strata have been identified (Fig. 2, Table 2).
