Boundaries and ownership: 304100 E, 4240600 N, UTM, NAD 27, Zone 11. Bounded on the north by dam on East Walker River, on the south by Hwy 395, and on the east by Hwy 182. Private and federal ownership.
Focal species using the site and timing of use: Breeding: EAGR, PBGR, MALL, GADW. Summer: WEGR, CLGR. Fall: CAGU, AWPE, MALL, GADW, GWTE, CITE, NSHO, NOPI, CAGO, AMCO.
Location of Type 1 and 2 habitat within the site: Type 1 habitat is south and southwest part of the reservoir. Type 2 is on the east shore and north arm.
Access to Type 1 and 2 habitat and the visibility of the birds:  Type 1 access is poor; incomplete views of southern part of reservoir.  Type 2 has several access points along east shore. Large numbers of birds use west side of reservoir, not identifiable to species unless surveying by boat or plane.
Past and current surveys: In the past irregular aerial and boat surveys.  Currently 6 aerial counts are conducted in the fall.
Potential survey methods:
Description.  Aerial surveys are the most appropriate for the fall. Some nesting grebes can be seen from Hwy 182. Summer surveys from a plane would be beneficial.
Selection bias. Entire area can only be surveyed by boat or plane.  Only the east shore can be surveyed easily.
Measurement error and bias. 100% visibility if surveyed by plane. From the east side probably no more than 50% are visible and identifiable.
Needed pilot studies: None.
