3.  What are the boundaries of the area and who owns the land?

4.  What are the focal species that are found at the designated area? When are they present?

5.  Describe the habitat. Where is the habitat Type 1 (regularly used by focal species)? Where is the habitat Type 2 (used sparingly by focal species)?

6.  How is the access to the Type 1 and Type 2 habitat? Include observation points, boat access, and permission requirements. If complete access is possible, note this.
7.  Are there any problems with seeing all birds survey a survey?

8.  Are there any past or current surveys at the designated area?

9.  What potential survey methods may be appropriate for this area? When should surveys take place?
