Boundaries and ownership: 346911 E, 4164577 N, NAD 27 Zone 11.  Bounded by Hwy 395 on the west and Benton Crossing Road on the north.  Owned by LADWP and some parts BLM.
Focal species using the site and timing of use:  Breeding: WEGR, CLGR, PBGR, EAGR, GADW.  Fall migration: CAGU, AWPE, MALL, GADW, GWTE, CITE, NSHO, NOPI, RUDU, CAGO, LESA, WESA.
Location of Type 1 and 2 habitat within the site: Type 1 includes the mouth of the Upper Owens River, McGee Bay and all shoreline area bordered by irrigated pasture. Type 2 is the shoreline areas bordered by upland vegetation.
Access to Type 1 and 2 habitat and the visibility of the birds: Access to Upper Owens is good; access to McGee Bay is poor. Type 2 habitat has numerous observation points around the lake accessible on foot.  Visibility from airplane is 100%.  Birds in McGee Bay aren’t visible from the shore.
Past and current surveys: Past infrequent, aerial surveys. Currently six aerial surveys every fall. Reservoir is visited by many birders.
Potential survey methods:
Description.  Ground and aerial. Surveys could be done any time of year except if lake is frozen over.
Selection bias. None.
Measurement error and bias. Birds in the far part of the lake are not visible on the shore. 100% visibility by plane.
