87 Mono Lake
Boundaries and ownership: 38° N, 119° W. Boundaries are the shoreline up to pre-diversion lake elevation (6417 ft), offshore islands, and open water areas. Owned by the FS, CA State Parks.
Focal species using the site and timing of use: Nesting: CAGU, GADW.  Fall: EAGR, MALL, GWTE, NSHO, CITE, NOPI, RUDU, RNPH, WIPH, AMAV, LESA, WESA.
Location of Type 1 and 2 habitat within the site: Type 1: Entire shoreline and offshore areas; islands and islets except Paoha Island. Type 2: Paoha Island.
Access to Type 1 and 2 habitat and the visibility of the birds: No vehicular access. Limited number of observation points along Hwy 395. Observation points (foot access) at mouth of Lee Vining Creek, Rush Creek, County Park boardwalk and South Tufa. All other shoreline areas accessible only on foot.  Islets accessible by boat but restricted during nesting.  Birds offshore not visible onshore. 
Past and current surveys: Past shorebird counts based on PRBO protocols, 1998 – 2004. Past eared grebe counts annually, irregular schedule.  Current California gull nesting colony monitoring and research.  Current annual waterfowl and shorebird ground counts (3) and six fall aerial surveys.
Potential survey methods:
Description.  Ground based shoreline survey for migrating shorebirds, aerial surveys, breeding colony survey for CAGU.
Selection bias. Can survey entire area with effort, requires boat, plane or walking.
Measurement error and bias. No visibility obstructions, but if conducting aerial or boat surveys EAGR or RUDU may dive.  Birds seen from shore are only detectable / identifiable for short distances.
Needed pilot studies: None.
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
